That is why your NCCR Knowledge & Technology Transfer Officer
(KTTO) is here to help you progress with your project(s) as well as to connect you with the
right contacts. The KTTO is in regular contact with your institutional Technology Transfer Of-
fice (iTTO) and will direct you whenever is needed.
